OSHA Training and TB Screening

In an effort to protect the health of all people participating in the programs of Community Care Services, including our valuable volunteers and interns, OSHA training is required at the start of service, and annually thereafter.  Tuberculosis screening is required for Hillside Adult Day Health Care and Care-A-Vans.
We will provide both the screening and training for you at no cost.

Volunteers and interns at our Outpatient Clinics, Community Based Services and Adult Driver Alcohol Program (ADAP) complete a tuberculosis risk assessment form.  

OSHA training, combined with the Tuberculosis screening, is every other week at Community Care Services, 70 Main Street (first floor), in Taunton, Massachusetts.
The building is across from New York Lace.

OSHA training (a video) is shown every other Monday at 1PM.  Mantoux (tuberculosis) screening is done at 1:45PM, with a follow-up reading required on Wednesday of the same week at 11AM.  

If you wish to have the tuberculosis screening done on your own, we will be happy to accept documentation from your physician.  We will accept testing results that have been done within the past year.
